by Parish Representative Yvonne Rounds INSTITUTE

I love this line from the Second Reading from Peter — “Always be ready to give an
explanation to anyone who asks you for a reason for your hope.” It assumes so many
important things about our discipleship that I think are particularly important for us to
remember today in each and every one of our lives. I love this passage because number
one - it assumes we have hope. A prerequisite for discipleship is that ultimately, disciples
are people of hope. We believe in the resurrection and we believe that we are on a journey
to God the Father with God the Son walking alongside us. I also love this passage because
number two - it assumes our hope is so visible, so apparent to others that they are
compelled to ask what the reason for our hope is.

In our faith community of Our Lady of Guadalupe parish, there are many reasons for my
hope, most of which are the many ways I see God working through you, the people, in
your care and love for each other and outside this Church.

As you might remember, Our Lady of Guadalupe parish was invited to take part in the
Disciple Maker Index Survey parish-wide survey. Close to 273 of our people completed
the survey. The survey asked questions around parishioner’s own discipleship journey
and how the parish AND the pastor was doing in supporting them along their faith
journey.

Thanks to your valuable participation, a group of lay leaders and members of our staff
joined me in a working session with the Catholic Leadership Institute this month. We will
be interpreting the results of the survey and begin creating an action plan based on our
strengths and the areas in which we can improve. There was so much to be hopeful about
in the responses that came out. One hopeful strength of the parish was the belief that the
Eucharist is the Body and Blood of Christ. I also find a lot of hope in the areas where we
feel like we can improve. It will be very helpful to review the information with some of
our volunteers and staff and bring focus on those areas that will help people grow.

We are still unpacking all of the information we received from the survey and everyone
who was at the session is excited and energized by how this information can impact the
life of the parish. I look forward to learning more from you around all these different
areas. I hope to share more about what we've learned and how we're using this
information to help inform our decisions as we move forward. With all of our strengths
and opportunities as a parish, I take most comfort and have great hope in the words we
have from John’s Gospel. “I will not leave you orphans; I will come to you...in a little
while the world will no longer see me, but you will see me, because I live and you will live.
Whoever loves me will be loved by my Father, and I will love him and reveal myself to
him.”

Me encanta esta linea de la Segunda Lectura de Pedro — “Siempre debes estar listo para
dar una explicacion a quien te pida una razon por tu esperanza.” Asume tantas cosas
importantes acerca de nuestro discipulado que creo que son particularmente importantes
para que recordemos hoy en todas y cada una de nuestras vidas. Amo este pasaje porque;
numero uno - asume que tenemos esperanza. Un requisito previo para el discipulado es
que, en ultima instancia, los discipulos son personas de esperanza. Nosotros creemos en la
Resurreccion y creemos que estamos en un camino hacia Dios el Padre, con Dios el Hijo
caminando a nuestro lado. También me gusta el pasaje porque, nimero dos - asume que
nuestra esperanza es tan visible, tan evidente para los demas que se ven obligados a
preguntar cual es la razon de nuestra esperanza.

En nuestra comunidad de fe de la parroquia de Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe, hay
muchas razones para mi esperanza, la mayoria son las muchas formas en que veo a Dios
trabajando a través de ustedes, la gente, en su cuidado y amor mutuo y fuera de esta
Iglesia.

Como recordaran, la parroquia de Nuestra Seiiora de Guadalupe fue invitada a
participar en la encuesta de Disciple Maker Index Survey. Cerca de 273 de nuestra gente
completé la encuesta. La encuesta hizo preguntas sobre el propio recorrido de
discipulado del feligrés y como la parroquia y el pastor los poyaban a lo largo de ese
recorrido de fe.

Gracias a su valiosa participacion, un grupo de lideres laicos y miembros del personal se
unieron a mi en este mes en una sesion de trabajo con el Instituto de Liderazgo Catolico.
Nosotros interpretaremos los resultados de la encuesta y comenzaremos a crear un plan
de accion basado en nuestras fortalezas y las areas en las que podemos mejorar. Hay
mucha esperanzas en las respuestas obtenidas. Una fortaleza esperanzadora de la
parroquia es la creencia de que la Eucaristia es el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo. También
encuentro esperanza en las areas en las que sentimos que podemos mejorar. Sera muy
util revisar la informacion con algunos de nuestros voluntarios y personal y enfocarse en
aquellas areas que ayudaran a las personas a crecer.

Todavia estamos desempaquetando toda la informacion que recibimos de la encuesta y
todos los que estuvieron en la sesion estin con emocion y energia por como esta
informacion puede afectar la vida de la parroquia. Espero aprender mas de ustedes sobre
todas estas diferentes areas. Espero compartir mas sobre lo que hemos aprendido y como
estamos utilizando esta informacion para compartir nuestras decisiones a medida que
avanzamos. Con todas nuestras fortalezas y oportunidades como parroquia, me conforta
y tengo una gran esperanza en las palabras del Evangelio de Juan. “No los dejaré
huérfanos; Vendré a ustedes ... en poco tiempo el mundo ya no me vera, pero ustedes me
veran, porque Yo vivo y ustedes viviran. Quien a mi me ame, sera amado por mi Padre, y
yo lo amaré y me revelaré a él".
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Message from the Pastor

Both in the sermon on the Beatitudes by Matthew and in the version of Luke, Jesus'
first words in the sermon are "BLESSED ARE", which is often translated as "O HOW HAPPY
ARE!" The Greek word used for "BLESSED" or "O HOW HAPPY" gives us a vivid picture of
the kind of happiness that Jesus wants for us. The Greek word is "MAKARIOS", which
meant divine joy. The Greeks used to call the island of Cyprus the "MAKARIA", or the
"Island of Joy".

Cyprus was the perfect place, like the best high-end resort. It was so fertile, beautiful,
pleasant, safe, peaceful, and rich in minerals and natural resources, that its inhabitants
were completely self- sufficient. They had no need to travel or trade in order to live in
perfect physical comfort.

So " MAKARIOS " describes the kind of happiness that has its secret within itself, that
doesn't depend on changing, exterior circumstances, because it is rooted in something
that doesn't change.

And what is this root? What does this happiness that Jesus wants for us depend on?
God himself! It depends on the one thing in the universe that is completely
independent of exterior circumstances, the one thing we can always count on: God's
eternal, personal, determined love.

That's what Jeremiah tells us: "a blessing on the man who puts his trust in the Lord".
Since God's love, wisdom, and power do not change no matter what storms or
difficulties come our way, if our hope and self-esteem are rooted there, then our
interior joy will also be untouched by exterior circumstances.

Our hearts, that deepest part of our selves, will be like the fabled Greek island, full of
everything we need to be truly, everlastingly, contagiously joyful, because they will be
full of the knowledge that God's love, protection, and guidance are directed toward us
at all times, no matter what.

La palabra griega usada para "BENDECIDOS" 0 "OH,
QUE FELICES SON'" nos da una imagen vivida del tipo de felicidad que Jesus quiere para
nosotros. La palabra griega es "MAKARIOS", que significa alegria divina. Los griegos
solian llamar a la isla de Chipre la "MAKARIA", o |a "Isla de la Alegria".

Chipre era el lugar perfecto, como el mejor lugar para vacacionar. Era tan fértil, hermosa,
agradable, segura, pacifica y rica en minerales y recursos naturales, que sus habitantes
eran completamente autosuficientes. No tenian necesidad de viajar o comerciar para
vivir en una perfecta comodidad.

Asi que "MAKARIOS" describe el tipo de felicidad que tiene su secreto dentro de si misma,
que no depende en cambios, ni en circunstancias externas, porque esta enraizada en
algo que no cambia.

¢Y cudl es esta raiz? ;De qué depende esta felicidad que Jesus quiere para nosotros?
iDios mismo! Depende de la uUnica cosa en el universo que es completamente
independiente de las circunstancias exteriores, la Unica cosa con la que siempre
podemos contar: el amor eterno, personal y determinado de Dios.

Eso es lo que nos dice Jeremias: "una bendicidn para el hombre que pone su confianza en
el Senor". Puesto que el amor, la sabiduria y el poder de Dios no cambian sin importar las
tormentas o dificultades que se nos presenten, si nuestra esperanza y autoestima estan
arraigadas alli, entonces nuestra alegria interior tampoco serd tocada por las
circunstancias exteriores.

J On February 14, the whole world celebrates the Valentine’s Day. Val-
| entine, a holy priest in Rome in the days of Emperor Claudius II. In
1270 A.D Rome was involved in many unpopular and bloody cam-
M paigns. Emperor had difficulty of getting soldiers into army. Roman
i men were unwilling to join the army due to their strong attachment to
wives and families. To fix this, he banned all marriages and engage-
] ments. Valentine seeing this as injustice, he resisted Claudius and con-
[l tinued to perform marriages for young lovers in secret. When Valen-
i tine’s actions were discovered, Claudius ordered that he be arrested,
dragged, and condemned to be beaten to death with clubs and his head
cut off. The sentence was carried out on February 14. In jail, St. Val-
entine left a farewell signed note “From Your Valentine” for the jailer’s friendly daughter
for his great service. Valentine was named a saint after his death. At least there are three
different Saint Valentines, all of them martyrs, under the date of 14 February.” One was
a priest in Rome, a bishop and a martyr in the Roman province of Afrlca Celebrating
this day, let us not forget the sacrifice involved in Love. '~

Valentin un sacerdote santo de
Roma en los dias del Emperador Claudio II. En el afio 270 d.C. Roma estuvo involucrada
en muchas campaias impopulares y sangrientas. Era dificil para el Emperador conseguir
soldados para el ejército. Los hombres romanos no estaban dispuestos a unirse al ejército
debido a su gran apego a sus esposas y familias. Para arreglar eso, prohibio todos los
matrimonios y compromisos. Valentin, viendo esto como una injusticia, se resistio a Clau-
dio y continud celebrando matrimonios en secreto para los jovenes enamorados. Cuando
las acciones de Valentin fueron descubiertas, Claudio ordené que fuera arrestado, ar-
rastrado y condenado a ser golpeado hasta la muerte con palos y que le cortaran la cabe-
za. La sentencia fue ejecutada el 14 de febrero. En la carcel, San Valentin dejo una nota
de despedida "De tu Valentin" para la amable hija del carcelero por su gran servicio.
Valentin fue proclamado Santo después de su muerte. Al menos hay tres diferentes San
Valentines, todos ellos martires, bajo la fecha del 14 de febrero. Uno era sacerdote en Ro-
ma, un obispo y martir en la provincia romana en Africa. Al celebrar este dia, no olvide-
mos el sacrificio que implica el Amor.
