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Pastors Message,

We continue our reflections on Pope Francis’ ten secrets to happiness also this week.

RESPECT AND TAKE CARE OF NATURE: We are the stewards of God’s creation and we have a responsi-
bility to preserve and protect it - not just for ourselves, but for future generations - including clean air
and water, wetlands and forests and farm lands and natural resources. What is something that we can
do to become a better steward of God’s Creation? Pope Francis challenges us with the question: “Isn’t
humanity committing suicide with this indiscriminate and tyrannical use of nature?” We can start in our
own homes, schools and workplaces by recycling, reusing and cutting back on pollutants and waste.
Our personal campaign to respect and care for nature brings happiness, because we know that we are
taking time and important steps to respect and preserve our environment.

STOP BEING NEGATIVE: Constant complaining, biting criticism, backstabbing and gossip are like poi-
sons that kill happiness. What steps can we take to eliminate negativity in our life? “Needing to talk
badly about others indicates low self-esteem.” Pope Francis dares us in his words: “I feel so low that
instead of picking myself up, | have to cut others down.” It’s not easy to change from being negative
to being positive. The first step is awareness that being negative or positive is a personal choice. The
second step is making a concerted effort to stop ourselves from negative thoughts and words as soon
as possible. “Letting go of negative things quickly is healthy,” and it leads to a more positive a happier
outlook on life.

RESPECT OTHER’S BELIEFS: We all have family members, friends, and acquaintances who do not share
our Catholic beliefs. Yet nagging and pressuring will not bring happiness for anyone. How do we re-
spect others’ beliefs and at the same time witness to our own? “We can inspire others through witness
so that one grows together in communicating,” Pope Francis explains. When we live as authentic wit-
nesses of Christ, other people are attracted by the inner peace and joy that emanate from us. They
want that peace and joy for themselves. Whether or not they ever come to share our beliefs, when we
treat them with respect, we create a bond of happiness between us.

We will conclude our reflections on Pope Francis’ 10 SECRETS TO HAPPINESS next week. Let us
continue our Journey through this season of Lent with the resolve to renew ourselves preparing
ourselves better for the Easter Triduum. May God help us all in our pursuit to Happiness follow-
ing the indications of Pope Francis!
