Pastors Message,

Today we conclude our reflection with Pope Francis about the 10 secrets to happiness.

WORK FOR PEACE: We are called to stand up for peace. In what ways do we work and pray for peace?
“The call for peace must be loud and clear. Peace sometimes give the impression of being quiet, but it
is never quiet; peace is always proactive,” Pope Francis says. We may not be able to bring about peace
on a global scale, but we can pray for world peace. We can also work for peace in our homes, neighbor-
hoods, schools and places of employment. When we take a stand against violence in any form, we be-
come peacemakers. Jesus calls peacemakers “Blessed” and gives them the distinction of being
“children of God” (Mt. 5:9).

When we read between the lines of the pope’s ten secrets of happiness, we find the essence of
the Gospel message. Indeed, living as authentic disciples of Jesus Christ will bring the kind of
deep inner happiness and peace that nothing can ever take away.

Our Lenten journey began with the sign of ashes, an ancient sign, speaking of the frailty and un-
certainty of human life and the need for penance. Our procession in three weeks with palm
branches then, is meant to be an image of something deeper. It is meant to reflect the fact that,
together with Jesus, we are setting out on pilgrimage along the high road that leads to the living
God. This is the journey, which Jesus invites us to make.

As we journey through this profound season of the Liturgical year, as we come face to face with
our Lord, we must be moved, we must be affected by the love that emanates from Our Savior as
he washes feet of his disciples on Holy Thursday, dies on the wood of the cross on Good Friday
and rises to glory on Easter Sunday. We too are a people in journey, a journey of faith, a pilgrim-
age. Like those devout people of early Christendom, we too want to reenact the events of the
Holy Week within our community. We want to be with him reminding ourselves again and again
about his suffering and death and then to encounter him at the resurrection.

Let us continue our Lenten journey, preparing ourselves for the celebration of Easter, which
brings us a message of hope, life and new beginnings. Let us live the gift of God's love in our min-
istries and in our relationships with others especially in this season of Lent.

Mensaje del Pastor,

El dia de hoy concluimos nuestras reflexiones sobre los 10 secretos hacia la felicidad del Papa Francisco.

TRABAJAR POR LA PAZ: Hemos sido llamado a defender la paz. ;De que forma trabajamos y oramos por la
paz? “ El llamado a la paz debe ser fuerte y claro. Algunas veces, tenemos la impresidn de que la paz es tranqui-
la, pero la paz nunca esta tranquila; la paz es proactiva siempre,” dice el Papa Francisco. Posiblemente noso-
tros no podemos llevar la paz a una escala global, pero podemos orar por la paz en el mundo. También pode-
mos trabajar por la paz en nuestros hogares, vecindarios, escuelas y lugares de trabajo. Cuando tomamos una
posicidn en contra de la violencia, en cualquier forma, nos convertimos en pacificadores. Jesus llama a los
pacificadores “Benditos” y les da la distincidn de ser “hijos de Dios” (Mt. 5:9).

Cuando leemos entre lineas los diez secretos hacia la felicidad del Papa Francisco, encontramos la esen-
cia del mensaje del Evangelio. Viviendo realmente como auténticos discipulos de Cristo traera la auténti-
ca profunda felicidad que nadie nos puede arrebatar.

Nuestro recorrido de Cuaresma comienza con el signo de las cenizas, un antiguo signo que habla de la
fragilidad e incertidumbre de la vida humana y la necesidad de penitencia.
