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Pastors Message,

Someone paraphrased the Psalm 23 with a note stating that: what is TV in this narra-
tion could be substituted with Smartphone, money or any other thing to which we are
over-attached.

“The TV is my shepherd, | shall not want. It makes me to lie down on the sofa. It leads me away from
the faith and it destroys my soul. It leads me to the path of luxury and violence for the advertiser’s
sake. Even though | walk in the shadow of Christian responsibilities, there will be no interruption, for
the TV is with me. Its cable and remote control, they comfort me. It prepares a commercial for me in
the midst of my worldliness and anoints my head with secular humanism and consumerism. My cov-
etousness runs over; surely ignorance and laziness shall follow me all the days of my life, and | shall
dwell in the house of wretchedness watching TV forever.”

Sure enough, when we over-attach ourselves with things of the world, we tend to for-
get God’s love and care for us in our journey of faith. Two of the most eloquent signs of
God's yearning for our friendship are the two sacraments the Church encourages us to
receive frequently: the Eucharist and Reconciliation.

Each one of these sacraments was instituted by Christ as a way to reach out towards
us, to extend his hand to us, to strengthen and renew our friendship with him. This sea-
son of Lent, becomes the appropriate time to engage ourselves to receive the needed
grace for our journey of Faith.

These were the two pillars of the remarkable life of St. John Vianney, patron saint of
parish priests. Two days before St. John Vianney died at the age of seventy-three, he
received Holy Communion for the last time. He was extremely weak, unable to rise
from bed, completely exhausted from his decades of tireless service to his little parish
of Ars. The parishioners gathered around his rectory, kneeling in prayer, tears stream-
ing down their faces.

After receiving his last Holy Communion, he whispered: "How kind the good God is!
When we are no longer able to go to him, He comes to us." That is what Jesus does for
each of us in the sacrament of the Eucharist and reconciliation.

As we prepare ourselves in the season of Lent for the celebration of the Pasqual mys-
teries, let us resolve to frequent more often these two great sacraments of grace!

Alguien parafrased el Salmo 23 con una nota que indica que: lo que es Ia television en
esta narracion podria ser sustituido por teléfono inteligente, dinero o cualquier otra
cosa a la que estamos demasiado apegados.

"La television es mi pastor, nada me falta. Sobre el sofd me hace recostar. Me aleja de la fe y destruye
mi alma. Me lleva al camino del lujo y la violencia por el bien del anunciante. Aunque camine a la som-
bra de las responsabilidades cristianas, no habra interrupcidn, porque la televisién esta conmigo. Su
cable y control remoto, me consuelan. Prepara un comercial para mi en medio de mi mundanalidad y
me unge la cabeza con el humanismo secular y el consumismo. Mi codicia se acaba; seguramente la
ignorancia y la pereza me seguirdn todos los dias de mi vida, y habitaré en la casa de la miseria miran-
do la televisidn para siempre ".
