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The first reading today tells us that the apostles were filled with joy. Joy is the  
hallmark of Christianity. In Pope Francis words in the “The Joy of the Gospel” he 
says, “I realize of course that joy is not expressed the same way at all times in life, 
especially at moments of great difficulty. Joy adapts and changes, but it always  
endures, even as a flicker of light, born of our personal certainty that, when  
everything is said and done, we are infinitely loved.” 

Joy is the gift of this Easter season that we’re still celebrating today. The Easter  
season is 50 days long. We need those 50 days to allow the joy of Christ’s 
 resurrection to truly sink in. But think about what Pope Francis said. We all have  
moments of suffering – and sometimes they seem to last more than 50 days! Joy, 
however, is possible in every situation, because it comes from the certainty that, 
when all is said and done, we are infinitely loved. 

And Jesus tells us that in the gospel today. He says: “I know my sheep and they  
follow me.” I give them eternal life and they shall never perish.” And then, in one of 
the most wonderful lines in the Bible, he says: “No one can take them out of my hand. 
My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all, and no one can take them 
out of the Father’s hand. The Father and I are one.” The Christian joy is the certainty 
of being loved. And we are loved by God himself, whose love cannot change, whose 
love cannot let us down, Ever.   

Jesus doesn’t promise an easy life. He doesn’t say “You will never have problems.” 
Jesus doesn’t promise us success as we understand success. He promises us that 
no one can take us out of his hand. He is God, he is one with the Father, and in him 
we are safe. In him we are loved. This is today’s great lesson. Joy is the certainty of 
being infinitely loved by God.

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La primera lectura de hoy nos dice que los apóstoles estaban llenos de alegría. La 
alegría es el sello distintivo del cristianismo. En palabras del Papa Francisco en 
“La alegría del Evangelio” dice: “Me doy cuenta, por supuesto, de que la alegría no 
se expresa de la misma manera en todos los momentos de la vida, especialmente 
en los momentos de gran dificultad. La alegría se adapta y cambia, pero siempre 
perdura, incluso como un destello de luz, nacida de nuestra certeza personal de 
que, al fin y al cabo, somos amados infinitamente”. 
 
La alegría es el regalo de esta temporada de Pascua que todavía estamos  
celebrando. La temporada de Pascua tiene una duración de 50 días. Necesitamos 
esos 50 días para permitir que la alegría de la resurrección de Cristo se penetre 
verdaderamente. Pero pensemos en lo que dijo el Papa Francisco. ¡Todos  
tenemos momentos de sufrimiento y a veces parecen que duran más de 50 días! 
La alegría, sin embargo, es posible en toda situación, porque nace de la certeza 
de que, al fin y al cabo, somos infinitamente amados. 
 
Y Jesús nos dice eso en el evangelio de hoy. Él dice: “Conozco a mis ovejas y 
ellas me siguen”. Yo les doy vida eterna y nunca perecerán.” Y luego, en una de 
las líneas más maravillosas de la Biblia, dice: “Nadie me las puede quitar de la 
mano. Mi Padre que me las ha dado, es mayor que todos, y nadie las puede  
arrebatar de la mano del Padre. El Padre y yo somos uno.” La alegría cristiana es 
la certeza de ser amado. Y somos amados por Dios mismo, cuyo amor no puede 
cambiar y jamás nos defraudara. 
 
Jesús no promete una vida fácil. Él no dice “Nunca tendrás problemas”. Jesús no 
nos promete el éxito tal como lo entendemos. Él nos promete que nadie nos podrá 
quitar de su mano. Él es Dios, es uno con el Padre, y en él estamos a salvo. En él 
somos amados. Esta es la gran lección de hoy. La alegría es la certeza de ser 
amados infinitamente por Dios.

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Saints Nereus and Achilleus 
Little is known about Saints Nereus and Achilleus, but 
what we know is engraved in stone. Damascus, one of the 
first popes and later a saint himself, wrote the inscription 
for the tombstone of Saints Nereus and Achilleus. In this 
inscription he proclaimed that it was love for Christ and a 
desire to witness to their new faith that inspired Nereus 
and Achilleus to “throw away their shields, their armor, 
and their bloody spears. “It seems that both men were  
Roman soldiers who obeyed orders in the persecution of 
Christians until they themselves were converted to  
Christianity. Because Christians were not allowed to bear 
arms, they resigned from the emperor’s army and  
escaped from Rome. Eventually Nereus and Achilleus 
were captured and put to death for their beliefs. They 

were among the first martyrs to be venerated as saints. “O miracle of faith!” wrote  
Damasus. “Suddenly they cease from their fury, they become converted, they flee 
from the camp of their wicked leader. Professing the faith of Christ, they are happy to 
witness to its triumph. Learn from the words of Damasus what great things the glory of 
Christ can accomplish.” 
 

Santos Nereo y Aquileo 
Se sabe poco de los Santos Nereo y Aquileo, pero lo que sabemos está grabado en 
piedra. Damasco, uno de los primeros papas y luego santo, escribió la inscripción de 
la lápida de los santos Nereo y Aquileo. En esta inscripción proclamó que fue el amor 
a Cristo y el deseo de dar testimonio de su nueva fe lo que inspiró a Nereo y Aquileo 
a “arrojar sus escudos, sus corazas y sus lanzas ensangrentadas. “Parece que  
ambos hombres eran soldados romanos que obedecían órdenes en la persecución 
de los cristianos hasta que ellos mismos se convirtieron al cristianismo. Como a los 
cristianos no se les permitía portar armas, renunciaron al ejército del emperador y  
escaparon de Roma. Eventualmente Nereo y Aquileo fueron capturados y  
condenados a muerte por sus creencias. Fueron de los primeros mártires en ser  
venerados como santos. “¡Oh milagro de la fe!” escribió Damasco. “De repente cesan 
de su furor, se convierten, huyen del campamento de su malvado líder. Profesando la 
fe de Cristo, se alegran de testimoniar su triunfo. Aprendamos de las palabras de  
Damasco qué grandes cosas puede lograr la gloria de Cristo”.
