One curious thing about Pentecost is that: Before Pentecost, the followers of Jesus
could fit inside one room. Today, Christians are found in every corner of the globe. That
is the work of the Holy Spirit!

On this Pentecost Sunday, | want you all to think of a symphony orchestra. It's made up
of a hundred different musicians and dozens of instruments. The conductor is the visible
focus of everyone's attention, both the musicians and the audience. And yet, is the con-
ductor the real source of the music? No, the composer is. In front of every musician is a
music stand holding a few pages marked with black dots - the score, the music. No one
in the audiences sees the score, but that score is what brings all those minds together,
coordinates everyone's efforts, and produces a beautiful, inspiring performance.

That's what the Church is like. The Pope is the conductor, guaranteed by God to stay
faithful to the musical score.

We are all musicians, contributing our own unique talents to the symphony of holiness
that resounds throughout the world and history.

And the Holy Spirit is the living musical score, the one who tells us what notes to play,
when to play them, how fast to play them, how loud and soft.

He is the silent force behind the power of every saint, every Christian, and the Church as
a whole. This same quiet but powerful style of the Holy Spirit is illustrated by the famous
Holy Spirit Window in St Peter's Basilica, in Rome. It is an oval window at the farthest
end of the gigantic basilica. In the center is a figure of a dove, and around the dove are
twelve sections of translucent amber that look like twelve spokes in a wheel.

It is the only colored window in the entire building, and it quietly suffuses the immense
space with a warm, golden light. Quiet and subtle, yet full of trans-forming power -
that's how the Holy Spirit likes to work.

Una cosa curiosa sobre Pentecostés es que: Antes del Pentecostés, los seguidores de Je-
sus cabian dentro de un solo cuarto. El dia de hoy, podemos encontrar Cristianos en ca-
da rincdn de la tierra. ;Ese es el trabajo del Espiritu Santo!

En este Domingo de Pentecostés, quiero que todos piensen en una orquesta sinfdnica.
Esta formada por cientos de musicos diferentes y docenas de instrumentos musicales. El
director es el foco visible de atencién de los musicos y de la audiencia. Y, sin embargo,
ces el director la fuente verdadera de la musica? No, es el compositor. Frente a cada mu-
sico, hay un stand de musica que contiene algunas paginas marcadas con puntos negros
- la partitura, la musica. Nadie en la audiencia ve la partitura, pero esa partitura es la que
une todas esas mentes, coordina el esfuerzo de cada uno y produce una hermosa e inspi-
radora obra musical.
