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The Diocese of Oakland has its mission statement as: “To know Christ better and make 
Him better known”.  But, in our practical life of faith, that knowledge of Christ should 
bring us to another reality. The reality of binding mind and heart together. So, “Knowing 
God Better should lead us to Loving God better” 
The more deeply we ponder and absorb this revelation of God, the more we will love 
him. And the more we love God, the happier we will be. 
We were created in order to love God. Whenever we do what we were made to do, we 
experience meaning and fulfillment. So, the more we love him, the more fulfilled we will 
be. But in order to love him more, we must know him better. This you will acknowledge 
even in ordinary family life relationships. 
An old proverb says, "You cannot love what you do not know." To use a simple example: 
someone who has never tasted an apple pie can't say, "I love apple pie." But if that same 
person has experienced a piece of home-baked apple pie, right out of the oven, then he 
knows what it is, and he can say, "I love apple pie." 
If we know who God is, if we go beyond vague, fuzzy ideas and really get a clear view of 
his glory and his goodness, it will stimulate our spiritual taste buds and stir up our love. 
This is the reason that God has revealed himself to us. He wants us to know him and he 
wants us to love him. 
Today, on this feast of the Blessed Trinity, we need to ask ourselves: how well do we 
know God? Have we become satisfied with the bare minimum? Are we striving to know 
him better? Do we know him better today than we did one year ago, five years ago, twen-
ty years ago? 
Today, when we profess our faith in God, let's really mean it. And let's ask God to stir up 
our desire to know him better, because if we really want to do so, he will gladly show us 
how to do so.

No puede decir, "Amo el pastel de man-
zana" Pero si la misma persona ha probado una rebanada de pastel de manzana hornea-
do en casa, recién sacado del horno, entonces ya sabe lo que es y puede decir, "amo el 
pastel de manzana." 
Si sabemos quien es Dios, si vamos más allá de las ideas vagas y difusas y tenemos una 
vista clara de Su gloria y sus bondades, eso estimulará nuestras papilas gustativas espiri-
tuales y revolverá nuestro amor. Esta es la razón de que Dios mismo nos reveló a noso-
tros. Él quiere que lo conozcamos y que lo amemos. 
El día de hoy, en esta festividad de la Santísima Trinidad, necesitamos preguntarnos: ¿qué 
tan bien conocemos Dios? ¿Nos hemos conformado con lo mínimo? ¿nos estamos esfor-
zando para conocerlo mejor? ¿lo conocemos mejor el día de hoy de como lo conocíamos 
hace un año, o hace veinte años? 
El día de hoy, cuando profesemos nuestra Fe en Dios, digámoslo seriamente. Y pidámosle 
a Dios que revuelva nuestro deseo de conocerlo mejor, porque realmente lo queremos 
hacer, Él , con mucho gusto nos mostrará cómo hacerlo
