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We all use cellphone and often we use a button known as the  “mute” button. 
The mute button is ubiquitous in our means of receiving information today digitally, but 
unlike “pause” button, when we use the “mute” button we know something is still be-
ing transmitted: we’re just not listening to it. We usually mute something because 
something more important is happening that requires our attention. 

Zachariah had not put the world or his rationalism on “ ” enough, so when the an-
gel came and told him something incredible would happen, he hesitated. The angel put 
him on mute for his own good, so he could focus on what was going on: God’s plan of 
salvation. At times, we have to “mute” ourselves and listen more to what the Lord is 
trying to say.  
The fact is that, because God is so respectful, we often miss what he is trying to say to 
us. If we want to hear his voice, we have to pay attention, “mute” from other noises 
around us and then we have to tune in, otherwise we will never be able to listen to the 
voice or guidance of the Lord in our lives. 
There are many ways to do this. Spending some quiet time alone with God each day, 
praying our favorite prayers and reflecting on a passage from the Bible or some other 
spiritual writing, could be excellent ones. These and many other exercises can keep our 
antennae alert to God’s voice throughout the day. 
On another note, I would like to thank all who were instrumental in making our Carni‐
val celebration a successful one. Most sincere thanks to all who volunteered and dedi-
cated their time talent and treasure for the benefit of the whole community.  
May God Bless us all as we continue to work together for the betterment of the Parish

Hay muchas maneras de hacer esto. Pasar cada día un rato tranquilos a solas con Dios, 
rezando nuestras oraciones favoritas y reflexionando en un pasaje de la Biblia o algu-
nos otros escritos espirituales, podría ser excelente. Estos y muchos otros ejercicios 
pueden mantener nuestra antena alerta a la voz de Dios a lo largo del día. 
Por otra parte, quiero agradecer a todas las personas instrumentales para que la cele‐
bración de nuestro Carnaval tenga éxito. Mis más sinceras gracias a todos los volunta-
rios y dieron su tiempo, talento y tesoro en beneficio de toda la comunidad.

Catholic Relief Services staff is on the 
ground working with Caritas Escuintla to assess 
immediate needs across the affected communities. 
The two agencies are distributing water, food and 
medicine, and the local diocese is operating three 
shelters in the area. Prayers and financial contribu-
tions are needed for the Guatemalans facing this 
tragedy.
