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Pastors Message,

Last week, most us were glued to the Television to watch the World Cup. Our spiritual
life is also just like the sports. As human beings we are body and mind, flesh and spirit.
Similarly, everything we do has a material aspect - work, effort, action - and also a spir-
itual aspect - planning, vision, long-term goals.

Just think of a soccer team. Soccer players are experts in action - fast action, hard-
hitting action, speed, power and skill. But when a soccer team goes onto the field, how
does it organize and direct all that physical potential?

By following a game plan, a strategy, a vision for victory. For everyone minute on the
field during a game, the team invests hours and hours of practice, film analysis, discus-
sion, and strategic thinking. That's what keeps the players united, focused, and moti-
vated during the heat of the competition: they know what they are there for, what
challenges they will be facing, what path to take to come out victorious.

Sometimes it even happens that the bigger, faster, stronger team loses, because the
other team had a better game plan, a better vision, and executed it better.

A similar pattern occurs in our spiritual life. Every day we are out there battling against
trials, difficulties, and obstacles to fulfilling our life mission in Christ. And it is easy for us
to get worn down and upset or confused by the struggle. But if we spend time with the
Lord in prayer, if we meet regularly with the Holy Spirit, our head coach and personal
trainer, we will be able to win those battles.

In prayer our faith-vision is renewed, our injuries are healed, our weaknesses are
strengthened, and our victory is assured. When we pray, we are not afraid, we are not
alone, we feel confident the good Lord will not abandon us!
