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Most of us have been Catholics our whole lives. Our parents had us baptized when we 
were babies, and we grew up coming to Mass, learning our faith at school or Faith For-
mation, and enjoying a familiar and comfortable Catholic atmosphere. Few of us have 
really had to fight for our faith.  
This background has many advantages. The good social conditions in which we re-
ceived our faith are amenable to growth. Also, being part of the Church for so long 
gives us a certain Catholic instinct that helps us identify and resist temptations. 
But it also has disadvantages. One of the biggest disadvantages to growing up Catholic 
in a peaceful society is the danger of inertia. Inertia is spiritual passivity; it's going 
through the motions of being Catholic without actively seeking to deepen in our faith 
and become truly mature Christians, true saints. Inertia is keeping up appearances, 
maintaining traditions without appreciating why those traditions exist and what good 
they do for us. 

In other words, the transformation that grace makes happen in our lives isn't over - 
there's still more on the agenda, and there always will be, until the day we die. We can 
never retire as Christians; we are never out of work; there is always some "old self" 
that needs to be put away, and more "new self" that needs to be put on. 
The antidote for us is the same as it was for the Ephesians - to keep our eyes fixed on 
the glorious life that Christ died to give us, and to decide every day to put away the old 
self and put on the new self, no matter how uncomfortable it may be.

La mayoría de nosotros hemos sido católicos toda nuestra vida. Nuestros padres nos bauti-
zaron cuando éramos unos bebés y crecimos asistiendo a Misa, aprendiendo nuestra fe en 
la escuela o en la formación en la Fe, y disfrutando una atmósfera familiar católica cómo-
da. Muy pocos hemos tenido que luchar por nuestra fe. 
Estos antecedentes tienen muchas ventajas. Las buenas condiciones sociales en las cuales 
recibimos nuestra fe son más susceptibles para crecer. Además, ser parte de la iglesia por 
tanto tiempo nos da un cierto instinto católico que nos ayuda a identificar y resistir las ten-
taciones. 
Pero también es una desventaja. Una gran desventaja para crecer como católico en una 
sociedad pacífica es el peligro de la inercia. Inercia es una pasividad espiritual; que va a 
través de los movimientos de ser católico sin buscar activamente profundizar nuestra fe y 
convertirnos en verdaderos cristianos maduros, verdaderos santos. La inercia es mantener 
las apariencias, manteniendo tradiciones sin apreciar el por qué esas tradiciones existen y 
lo buenas que son para nosotros. 
En la segunda lectura de esta semana, Pablo nos da un antídoto de dos partes para la iner-
cia. San Pablo dice a los cristianos de Éfeso, hombres y mujeres quienes, como nosotros, 
ya han sido bautizados e instruidos en la fe, que son miembros de la Iglesia, reconocidos 
por ir a Misa, él les dice a estos cristianos que deben "desechar el viejo yo" y "ponerse el 
nuevo yo." 
En otras palabras, la transformación que la gracia hace que suceda en nuestras vidas no ha 
terminado - hay mucho más en la agenda, y siempre va a haber, hasta el día de nuestra 
muerte. Nunca nos vamos a retirar como cristianos; nunca vamos a estar sin trabajar; hay 
siempre algo “viejo yo" que debemos desechar, y más "nuevo yo" que necesitamos poner-
nos. 
El antídoto para nosotros es el mismo que fue para los Efesios - mantener nuestros ojos 
fijos en la vida gloriosa que se nos da con la muerte de Cristo, y decidir cada día despren-
dernos del viejo yo y ponernos el nuevo yo, sin importar que tan incómodo sea.
