In the seminary during my three years of Philosophy studies time, one of my best friends
in the seminary told me that you need to run every day to win a Marathon. | took his
advice seriously. | would get up early morning at 4:30 am and go out jogging every day for
one hour. First 20 minutes | would run at slow speed (certain days due to my laziness, |
would feel like stopping and going back to my room, those days | would push myself hard
to do it), the second 20 minutes | will gradually increase my speed (this time my jogging
gets more exciting); the last 20 minutes, | will be jogging more faster than | began (when |
finished, a great joy in me that | completed my jogging today. | did this practically every
day to run the Marathon which was held towards the end of the academic year. | would
not stop jogging even on rainy days. Every year there were few seminarians who would
just start jogging a month or weeks before the Marathon. | was shocked to see that | won
the first year Marathon. After winning the first year, | continued my jogging every day for
the next two years to win the Marathon.

Take a minute to look back the times that you were so persistent of achieving something
in your life. May be trying to fare well in your school or university, your job, the
relationship, the marriage, your success in life, doing something that you wanted to do
always, or becoming strong and healthy after the illness, treatment, loss, or a hurt. We all
have faced these life situations through one’s persistence, faith, determination, and hard
work.

The strong theme we see in this Sunday Readings is persistence. With persistence and
trust in the Lord, when we rise our desires to him, he will hear us. At times the situations
around us can shake our persistence. You feel like giving up. It is in these moments we
need to increase our confidence in God and grow even more stronger. As you receive the
Lord in the Eucharist during this week, let us ask his grace to grow in this virtue.

October 16, Saint José Sanchez del Rio

Jose was born on March 28, 1913 in Sahuayo, Michoacan. When the Romanian
War broke out in 1926, his brothers joined the rebel forces, but his mother
would not allow him to take part. He insisted that he wanted to give his life
for Jesus Christand so come to Heaven easily. During heavy fighting on
January 25, 1928, a soldier named Mendoza had his horse killed and José gave
his horse to the man so that he could flee. The government troops captured the
Jose and imprisoned him. The troops ordered him to renounce his faith in
Christ, under threat of death, but he refused to accept. To break his resolve, he
was made to watch the hanging of another boy that they had in custody, but
instead José encouraged the man, saying that they would soon meet again in
Heaven after death. In prison, José prayed the Rosary daily. He was tortured
with bodily wounds, and was asked to renounce Christ, instead he said, “Long
Live Christ the king”. What are you sacrificing to love Jesus and to reach him?

Octubre16, San José Sanchez del Rio

José nacid el 28 de marzo de 1913 en Sahuayo, Michoacan. Cuando estallo la
Guerra de Rumania en 1926, sus hermanos se unieron a las fuerzas rebeldes,
pero su madre no le permitié participar.

Cristo, bajo amenaza de muerte, pero él se nego a aceptar.
Para romper su determinacion, lo obligaron a ver el @&
ahorcamiento de otro nino que tenian bajo custodia, pero [E
