Catherine (Cass) Minnicus 
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Bartimaeus leaving behind his cloak to come closer to Christ is a perfect illustration of 
one of the most difficult sayings of Jesus found in the Gospel of Matthew (Mt 10:39), 
and it’s one that almost always makes us uncomfortable: “Anyone who finds his life will 
lose it; anyone who loses his life for my sake will find it.” Bartimaeus was willing to “lose 
his life,” to leave behind his comfort and sense of self-sufficiency, to put himself entirely 
under Christ’s care. 
It reminds me the story about the pig and the chicken. A chicken and a pig were walk-
ing down the street one day. They noticed some poor children who looked as if they 
hadn’t eaten anything for days. Moved with deep compassion, the chicken said to the 
pig, “I have an idea! Let’s give those children a nice breakfast of ham and eggs.” The 
pig thought deeply for a few moments about the chicken’s suggestion. 
At last, the pig, moved with even deeper compassion, said: “Well, that’s a fine idea, but 
since it would take a little while for you to lay some eggs, why don’t I just serve them 
up some chicken burritos instead?” The chicken would have given something to a 
breakfast of ham and eggs, but it would have to give itself totally to a breakfast of 
chicken burritos. Jesus needs followers who are willing to give themselves totally. 
When we trust him completely and follow him unconditionally, leaving all cloaks be‐
hind, we will be able to experience the full power of his transforming grace, as the 
blind beggar did. We all have faith and we all know that we need a stronger faith. How 
can we exercise our faith and make it grow, so God's light can transform us more and 
more? 
We can do exactly what Bartimaeus did: pray. He begged the Lord from the bottom of 
his heart to have mercy on him. And when Jesus asked him what he wanted, he told 
him. This week, during the Mass let's do the same. Let's open our hearts to God, and 
let his light stream right on in.

Cuando Bartimeo, dejó su manto para poder acercase a Jesús, vemos la representación 
perfecta de uno de los mensajes más difíciles de Jesús que encontramos en el Evange-
lio de Mateo (Mt 10:39), y es uno de los que casi siempre nos hace sentir incómodos: 
“Cualquiera que encuentre su vida, la perderá; y el que pierda su vida por mi causa, la en‐
contrará.” Bartimeo estaba dispuesto a “perder su vida,” dejar atrás su comodidad y su 
sentido de autosuficiencia, ponerse completamente a si mismo bajo su cuidado. 
Me recuerda la historia del cerdo y el pollo. Un pollo y un cerdo iban un día caminando 
por la calle. Ellos vieron a unos niños pobres que parecía no habían comido por varios 
días. Movidos por una profunda compasión, el pollo le dijo al cerdo, “Tengo una idea, 
démosles a esos niños un buen desayuno con jamón y huevos” El cerdo meditó sobre la 
sugerencia del pollo por unos momentos. 
Al final, movido por una compasión más profunda, el cerdo dijo: “Es una buena idea, 
pero como va a tomar algo de tiempo para que pongas algunos huevos, ¿por qué mejor 
no les damos unos burritos de pollo?” El pollo debía dar algo para el desayuno de ja-
món y huevos, pero se debería entregar totalmente para un desayuno de burritos de 
pollo. Jesús necesita seguidores que se entreguen totalmente. 
Cuando confiamos completamente en El y lo seguimos incondicionalmente, dejando 
todos los mantos, podremos experimentar toda la fuerza de su gracia transformado‐
ra, como lo hizo el ciego limosnero. Todos tenemos fe y todos sabemos que necesita-
mos ser más fuertes. ¿Como podemos ejercitar nuestra fe para hacerla crecer para que 
la luz de Dios nos transforme más y más? 
Podemos hacer exactamente lo que Bartimeo hizo: orar. El le pidió al Señor desde lo 
más profundo de su corazón que tuviera piedad de él. Y cuando Jesús le preguntó qué 
quería, él se lo dijo. Esta semana, durante la misa, hagamos lo mismo. Abramos nues‐
tros corazones a Dios, y dejemos que su luz entre.
