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Pastors Message,

Few years back someone approached me with a theological question related to passage
we have this week as second Reading from the letter to the Hebrews. The passage speaks
about the difference between Jesus, the High Priest of the New Testament, and the Jewish
priests of the Old Testament.

“Jesus has no need, as did the high priests in the Old Testament, to offer sacrifice day after
day, first for his own sins and then for those of the people; he did that once for all when he
offered himself.” So, the writer of the Letter to the Hebrews is saying that Jesus already
offered his priestly sacrifice once for all, and therefore he has no need to offer a daily sacri-
fice. But if that's the case, why the Catholic Church in so many thousands of Catholic par-
ishes all over the world - offer Mass every Sunday, rather, every single day? Do you see
the contradiction?

The Catechism teaches us that: (CCC 1365, 1360, 1359) “Because it is the memorial of
Christ's Passover, the Eucharist is also a sacrifice... The Eucharist is a sacrifice of thanksgiv-
ing to the Father... The Eucharist is also the sacrifice of praise. And yet, it is a sacrifice that
we keep offering ‘“day after day.”

On the one hand, the Letter to the Hebrews tells us that because of Jesus' self-sacrifice on
the Cross two thousand years ago, we don't have to “offer sacrifice day after day.” On the
other hand, in actual fact, by celebrating the Eucharist every single day, that's exactly what
the Church is doing - offering sacrifice day after day!

What's going on here? We need to understand why this apparent contradiction. Under-
standing more deeply two key words will help us solve this puzzle: SACRIFICE and MEMO-
RIAL. Christ’s Sacrifice on the Cross was once and for all. The celebration of the Eucharist
is the celebration of the memorial of Christ’s sacrifice - “Do this in memory of me”. So, in
the Eucharist we celebrate the memorial of Christ’s sacrifice according to his mandate.

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Mensaje del Pastor,

Hace algunos afios alguien se acercd a mi con una pregunta teoldgica relacionada al pa-
saje que tenemos esta semana en la Segunda Lectura de la Carta de los Hebreos. El Pa-
saje habla sobre la diferencia entre Jesus, el Sumo Sacerdote del Nuevo Testamento, y
los sacerdotes judios del Antiguo Testamento.

“Jesus no necesitaba, como los sumos sacerdotes en el Antiguo Testamento, ofrecer sacri-
ficios dia tras dia, primero por sus propios pecados, después, por los pecados de otras gen-
tes; el lo hizo una vez por todos, cuando se ofrecié EI mismo.” Por lo que, el escrito de la
Carta a los Hebreos dice que Jesus ya ha ofrecido su sacrificio sacerdotal por todos, por
lo tanto, no necesitaba ofrecer a diario un sacrificio. Pero si ese es el caso, ¢por qué la
Iglesia Catdlica en miles de iglesias catdlicas alrededor del mundo - ofrece Misas cada
domingo, en lugar de todos los dias? ;Ven la contradiccion?

El Catecismo nos ensena que: (CCC 1365, 1360, 1359) “Por ser memorial de la Pascua de
Cristo, la Eucaristia es también un sacrificio... la Eucaristia es un sacrificio de accidén de
gracias al Padre... La Eucaristia es también un sacrificio de alabanza. Y es un sacrificio
que ofrecemos “dia tras dia.”

Por otra parte, la carta a los Hebreos nos dice que por el propio sacrificio de Jesus en la
cruz hace dos mil afios, nosotros no tenemos que “ofrecer sacrificios dia tras dia.” Por
otra parte, en realidad, celebrando la Eucaristia cada dia, es exactamente lo que la Igle-
sia estd haciendo - jofreciendo sacrificio dia tras dia!

(Qué estd pasando aqui? Necesitamos comprender por qué esta aparente contradic-
cion. Comprendiendo mas profundamente, dos palabras clave nos ayudaran con este
rompecabezas: SACRIFICIO y MEMORIAL. El sacrificio de Cristo en la Cruz fue de una
vez por todas. La celebracion de la Eucaristia es la celebracién del Memorial del sacrifi-
cio de Cristo - “Hagan esto en memoria mia”. Asi que en la Eucaristia celebramos el Me-
morial del sacrificio de Cristo segin su mandato.
