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Message from the Pastor

The incarnation of Jesus Christ is the total revelation of God's commitment to our
salvation. But the history of Ancient Israel was a warm-up for the incarnation, and so
we can find inspiration in that revelation too.

Today's First Reading, this beautiful call to rejoice in hope, was written by the prophet
Baruch during one of the most trying and tragic periods of that history. Soon after the
death of Solomon, the United Kingdom of Israel descended into civil war and split into
two kingdoms, Israel and Judea. Israel was located in the north, and Judea in the south,
with Jerusalem as its capital.

The northern kingdom gradually fell into idolatry and was obliterated by the Assyrian
Empire. A century later, the Babylonian army came knocking on Judea's door. The
leaders of Judah refused to listen to the voices of the prophets and tried to save
themselves by merely human, technological means — political and military alliances. As
a result, Judea too was conquered and destroyed, and its people were tortured,
maimed, and carried off into exile in Babylon.

It was the lowest point in the whole torrid history of Ancient Israel. They had no temple
where they could worship, no land of their own, no freedom, and no reason to think
that the Babylonians would ever release them. Precisely then, in the darkest hour,
Baruch wrote the prophecy of today's First Reading. Precisely then, that God made his
voice heard again: ""Rejoice, because you are remembered by God." In today's fallen
world, we often feel the pain of being exiled from our homeland in heaven.

The Church gives us this season of Advent to remind us that God has not forgotten
about us, that he is bigger than our sins and sufferings, and that he is gently but surely
guiding us towards the fulfillment we long for.

Have a Blessed Season of Advent!
