MESSAGE  FROM  THE  PASTOR 4 

Recently, someone asked me why priests and deacons kiss the Book of the Gospel after 
proclaiming the Gospel. At the conclusion of the reading, the priest or deacon will quietly 
lean in and place a kiss on the Gospel Book. This act is done swiftly and often without  
explanation, but it represents an age-old tradition marked by faith, devotion, and deep 
respect for the Word of God. 

Kissing the Gospel book is a sign of love for Christ, reƪecting the belief that Christ speaks 
through His Word. This act, rooted in ancient customs, symbolizes loyalty and devotion. 
By kissing the book, the priest aƥrms his faith in the Gospel and commits to living its 
teachings, publicly acknowledging that personal transformation must precede preaching. 

There is also a prayer hidden in this action. The priest quietly asks that the words of the 
Gospel wipe away his sins. Having just spoken God’s Word aloud, he begs that it does not 
condemn him but cleanse him.  

Within this act, a prayer is quietly oơered. The priest/deacon softly prays  
saying:  "Through the words of the Gospel may our sins be wiped away." The kiss  
declares what sermons sometimes fail to communicate: REVERENCE FOR THE GOSPEL 
MUST MOVE FROM LIPS TO LIFE. This gesture teaches us the faithful something  
powerful. The Word of God is not merely to be heard; it is to be loved, honored, and 
lived.  

So, when you see the priest kiss the Gospel Book, do not see ritual alone. See a man  
expressing love for Christ’s Word and surrender to its demands. May be we can also ask 
ourselves: When the Gospel is proclaimed, do we receive it as information, or as the living 
Word calling us to conversion?

MENSAJE  DEL  PARROCO 5 

Recientemente, alguien me preguntó por qué los sacerdotes y diáconos besan el  
Evangeliario después de proclamarlo. Al concluir la lectura, el sacerdote o diácono se  
inclina silenciosamente y besa el Evangeliario. Este acto se realiza con rapidez y, a 
menudo, sin explicación, pero representa una tradición milenaria marcada por la fe, la 
devoción y un profundo respeto por la Palabra de Dios. 

Besar el Evangeliario es una muestra de amor a Cristo, que reƪeja la creencia de que  
Cristo habla a través de su Palabra. Este acto, arraigado en antiguas costumbres,  
simboliza lealtad y devoción. Al besar el Evangeliario, el sacerdote aƤrma su fe en el 
Evangelio y se compromete a vivir sus enseñanzas, reconociendo públicamente que la 
transformación personal debe preceder a la predicación. 

También hay una oración escondida en esta acción. El sacerdote pide en voz baja que las 
palabras del Evangelio borren sus pecados. Tras pronunciar la Palabra de Dios en voz alta, 
ruega que no lo condene, sino que lo puriƤque. 

En este acto, se ofrece una oración en silencio. El sacerdote/diácono reza en voz baja: 
«Que por las palabras del Evangelio sean borrados nuestros pecados». El beso declara lo 
que los sermones a veces no logran comunicar: LA REVERENCIA POR EL EVANGELIO  
DEBE PASAR DE LOS LABIOS A LA VIDA. Este gesto nos enseña a los Ƥeles algo poderoso. 
La Palabra de Dios no solo se escucha, sino que se ama, se honra y se vive. 

Así que, cuando vean al sacerdote besar el Evangelio, no vean solo el ritual. Vean a un 
hombre que expresa amor por la Palabra de Cristo y se entrega a sus exigencias. Quizás 
también podamos preguntarnos: Cuando se proclama el Evangelio, ¿lo recibimos como 
información o como la Palabra viva que nos llama a la conversión?
