MESSAGE FROM THE FASTOR

We hear in the Gospels many times about the Samaritans. But who were they? Biblically,
the Samaritans were a distinct ethnic and religious group inhabiting the central region of

ancient Israel, known as Samaria (between Galilee in the north and Judea in the south).

The Samaritans became a nation starting around 722 BC. When the Assyrians conquered
the northern kingdom of Israel, they deported many of the Israelites to other lands, but
they also brought in foreigners from places like Babylon. These immigrants intermarried
with the remaining Israelites, creating a mixed population. Their mixed cultures produced
a hybrid religion. The newcomers adopted some Jewish customs, such as the worship of
Yahweh and the Pentateuch, but they also blended it with pagan practices from Babylon.
Because of their geographic location, Jesus passed through their lands on his travels,

thus, this Sunday gospel had the scene at the well.

In the words of St. Theresa of Culcutta, she explains that the Samaritan woman spent her
life sharing her experience with Christ. She changed her village forever. We can do this as

well, with our charitable good works, and in so doing, we are quenching the thirst of God!

Mother Teresa found her vocation in life within the words of Jesus on the cross: “I thirst”.
The thirst of Jesus on the cross was her entranceway to God. Because she knew she
needed God primarily, her life was spent trying to quench his thirst. She did this by loving
the poorest of the poor. Calcutta symbolizes a darkness that is everywhere and all of us
hold in our hearts a little Calcutta.

According to her, we can find God in service to our neighbor OWe are to be a light that

changes the Calcutta of the worlddh especially in this season of Lent!

Biblicamente,
los Samaritanos eran un grupo étnico y religioso distinto que habitaba la regién central
del antiguo Israel, conocida como Samaria (entre Galilea al norte y Judea al sur).

Los Samaritanos se convirtieron en nacién alrededor del afio 722 a. C. Cuando los asirios
conquistaron el reino nortefio de Israel, deportaron a muchos Israelitas a otras tierras,
pero también trajeron extranjeros de lugares como Babilonia. Estos inmigrantes se
casaron con los Israelitas restantes, creando una poblacién mixta. La mezcla de culturas
dio lugar a una religion hibrida. Los recién llegados adoptaron algunas costumbres Judias,
como el culto a Yahvé y el Pentateuco, pero también las mezclaron con practicas paganas
de Babilonia. Debido a su ubicacién geografica, Jesus pasd por sus tierras en sus viajes,
por eso, el evangelio de este domingo tiene como tema la escena del pozo.

En palabras de Santa Teresa de Culcuta, explica que la mujer Samaritana dedicé su vida a
compartir su experiencia con Cristo. Cambié su pueblo para siempre. Nosotros también
podemos lograrlo con nuestras buenas obras de caridad, y al hacerlo, jestamos saciando
la sed de Dios!

La Madre Teresa encontro su vocacion en las palabras de Jesus en la cruz: «Tengo sed». La
sed de Jesus en la cruz fue su puerta de entrada a Dios.
