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Pastors Message

There are many remarkable things about the history of the Catholic Church. One of the
most remarkable is that the Church not only has survived the unbroken succession of
catastrophes since her foundation that have put an end to kingdoms, empires, and
even civilizations, but after each one it continues to grow, spread, and shape the course
of human history.

The great Winston Churchill, Prime Minister of England during World War Il and the glue
that held Britain together in the dark hours of that struggle, recognized this. He was
not Catholic himself. But soon after the War had ended, he visited a Catholic convent of
cloistered nuns. He was deeply moved by his experience. Before he left, he told the
nuns that they and the other convents like theirs were like a "ring of bright lights on
the shores of a black, burnt-out world."

Another example would be the Benedictine monastery of Montecasino. Its history is an
architectural symbol of this indestructible dynamism of our Church.

In 520, just &fty-one years after its foundation by St Benedict it was demolished by the
invading Lombard tribes. But the monks rebuilt it.

In 642 the Saracens, Muslim invaders, captured and devastated the mountaintop mon-
astery. Again, it rose from the rubble.

In 1343 an earthquake leveled the entire complex of buildings. A new complex soon
emerged from the ruins.

In 1943, American planes unleashed a merciless bombardment on the monastery, mis-
takenly thinking that it was being used by the German army and doing more damage
than ever before. But soon after the war, a group of American Catholics built it back up.

This is an image of the Church built on Peter - the Rock! You can bomb it, you can burn
it, but you cannot bury it. Built on the solid and indestructible foundation of the papa-
cy, nothing can hold it back from fulklling its God-given mission.

Hay muchas cosas notables sobre la historia de la Iglesia catdlica. Una de las mas nota-
bles es que la Iglesia no solo ha sobrevivido a la sucesién ininterrumpida de catastro-
fes desde su fundaciéon que han terminado con reinos, imperios y a aun civilizaciones,
pero después de cada una, la Iglesia continda creciendo, extendiéndose y dandole for-
ma al curso de Ia historia humana.

El gran Winston Churchill, Primer Ministro de Inglaterra durante la Segunda Guerra
Mundial y el pegamento que mantuvo a Gran Bretafa unida en las horas oscuras de esa
lucha, reconocieron esto. El no era catélico. Pero poco después de que termino la gue-
rra, visitd un convento catdlico de monjas enclaustradas. Estaba profundamente con-
movido con esa experiencia. Antes de salir les dijo a las monjas que ellas y los otros
conventos como el de ellas eran como un "anillo de luces brillantes en las costas de un
mundo cansado y oscuro."

Otro ejemplo puede ser el Monasterio Benedictino de Montecasino. Su historia es un
simbolo arquitecténico de este dinamismo indestructible de nuestra Iglesia.

En 520, solo cincuenta y un afos después de su fundacién por san Benedicto, fue de-
rrumbada por las tribus lombardas invasoras. Pero los monjes lo reconstruyeron.

En 642 los Sarracenos, musulmanes invasores, capturaron y devastaron el monasterio
en la cima de la montafha. Una vez mas se levantd de los escombros

En 1343 un terremoto derrumbé todo el complejo de edikcios. Un nuevo complejo fue
levantado de las ruinas.

En 1943, aviones americanos desataron un bombardeo despiadado sobre el monasterio,
pensando erroneamente que era utilizado por el ejército aleman haciendo mas dafo
que nunca. Pero muy pronto, después de que termind la guerra, un grupo de catdlicos
americanos lo reconstruyeron.

iEsta es la imagen de la Iglesia construida sobre Pedro - la Roca! Puedes bombardearla,
puedes incendiarla, pero no puedes enterrarla. Construida sobre el sélido e indestructi-
ble fundamento del Papado, nada puede impedir que cumpla la misién que Dios le dio.

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Since we are unable to celebrate the Holy Eucharist,

below is a simple thought for your personal reflection on
this Sunday Gospel according to Mt 16:13-20 (121)

Peter is the protagonist of today’s Gospel, and so we must re@ect on the mission entrusted
to the Holy Father: “governing the Church and sanctifying the people of God.” We live in dibi-
cult times, where materialism and relativism are threatening the Church from all sides. In
some countries, persecution is intensifying, and the number of martyrs is growing. This
could easily cause general confusion and discouragement.

When the words of a wise man are backed up by the witness of a holy man, it becomes for
us a Grace of God and sure reference in doctrine and customs. The Pope invites us to not be
afraid: in the words of Pope Saint John Paul Il, “Open wide the doors of your heart to
Christ!” Each and every Christian should respond with gdelity to his teachings and with
childlike love for his person.

The responsibilities and attributes entrusted to Peter are represented by three symbols:
“rock”, “keys”, and “to bind and to loose”

Rock: Peter is the rock that guarantees the stability of the Church. “You are Peter and upon
this Rock I will build my Church.” Peter and his successors were entrusted with this mission
for the sake of the Christian community.

Keys: He who holds the keys of a house has the responsibility of protecting it. With regard
to the Pope, these are powers of administration and government in the spiritual realm. Pe-
ter is the guardian of the faith and customs of the Church. The keys symbolize the authority
of “opening and shutting” that Jesus gave Peter.

To bind and to loose: this ordinarily designates what is permitted or prohibited. In gospel
language, however, it means the capacity of discerning in order to distinguish what is the
will of God from what is not. It is not a power of domination but of service and forgiveness
in the sacrament of reconciliation.

In today’s Gospel Christ asks us once again: “And you, who do you say that | am?” We know
we cannot answer this question with human reason alone. Rather, it is a challenge that
each one must respond to by learning to live in harmony with God and abandonment to his
interior workings of hope and love. It is an act of freedom, a decision of faith. Only when
the grace of Christ unmasks our egotism, we are prepared to give the answer Jesus desires
to hear: “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God.”
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Puesto que no podemos celebrar la Sagrada Eucaristfa, a
continuacién, encontraran un pensamiento para su
reflexién personal sobre el Evangelio segin Mt 16:13-20 (121)

Pedro es el protagonista del Evangelio de hoy, por eso debemos re@exionar en la mision
que se le ha encomendada al Santo Padre: “gobernando la Iglesia y santifcando al pueblo de
Dios.” Vivimos tiempos dificiles, donde el materialismo y relativismo estan amenazando a la
lglesia desde todos los lados. En algunos paises, las persecuciones se han intensitcado y el
numero de martires esta creciendo. Esto facilmente podria causar confusion general y
desanimo.

Cuando las palabras de un hombre sabio son respaldadas por el testimonio de un hombre
sabio, se convierte para nosotros en una Bendicion de Dios y referencia segura en la doctri-
na y las costumbres. El Papa nos invita a que no tengamos miedo: en las palabras del Papa
San Juan Pablo Il, “;Abran de par en par las puertas de su corazén a Cristo!” Todos y cada
uno de los cristianos deberfa responder con (delidad a sus ensefianzas con amor infantil
hacia su persona.

Las responsabilidades y atributos encomendadas a Pedro estan representados por tres sim-
bolos: “roca”, “llaves”, y “atary desatar”

Roca: Pedro es la roca que garantiza la estabilidad de la Iglesia. “tu eres Pedro y sobre esta
piedra edificaré mi Iglesia.” A Pedro y a sus sucesores se les conQoé esta mision por el bien de
la comunidad cristiana.

Llaves: El que tiene las llaves de una casa tiene la responsabilidad de protegerla. Con res-
pecto al Papa, estos son los poderes de administracion y gobierno en el reino espiritual. Pe-
dro es el guardian de la fe y las costumbres de la Iglesia. Las llaves simbolizan la autoridad
para “abrir y cerrar” que Jesus le dio a Pedro.

Atar y desatar: esto designa normalmente lo que esta permitido o prohibido. En el lenguaje
del Evangelio, sin embargo, significa la capacidad de discernir para distinguir cual es la vo-
luntad de Dios de lo que no es. No es un poder de dominacién, sino de servicio y perdon en
el Sacramento de la reconciliacion.

En el Evangelio de hoy, Cristo nos pide una vez mas: “Y ustedes, ;quién dicen que soy Yo?”
Nosotros sabemos que no podemos contestar esta pregunta sélo con la razén humana.
Mas bien, es un reto que cada uno de nosotros debe responder aprendiendo a vivir en ar-
monia con Dios y el abandono a su funcionamiento interior de esperanza y amor. Es un ac-
to de libertad, una decision de fe. Solo cuando la gracia de Cristo desenmascara nuestro
egoismo, estamos preparadas para dar la respuesta que Jesus desea escuchar: “Tu eres el
Mesias, el Hijo de Dios Vivo.”
